Content of the teaching programme:
Lecture 1: Artist talk
Presentation of my works

Lecture 2: The importance of presenting students' work to peers and wider audience

Presentation of three projects:

"Fast Forward - Tuesdays in the Gallery" – a project that I implemented in collaboration with the Fine Arts Gallery in Split. Each year we organized 10 solo exhibitions of the Arts Academy's students. Art history students would curate the exhibitions and write the accompanying text. The Gallery would provide the exhibition space and technical support. It was a great opportunity for students to learn how an exhibition is set up. Very importantly, it was an opportunity to establish contacts between young artists and (future) curators. At the end of each year/cycle, a catalogue was published. At the end of the five-year project, we organized a group exhibition representing the works of the artists who had participated in the project and successfully continued their work.

"Premieres" – solo exhibitions of Arts Academy's students organized by the Painting Department. The exhibitions take place at the Centre for Culture and Lifelong Learning "Zlatna vrata". The program has been running for ten years, and around 70 students had their solo exhibitions so far.

"Students' Meetings" – a project that will involve students from all four arts academies in Croatia (Split, Zagreb, Osijek, Rijeka). Students from each academy/city will visit each other's institution. Next year a group exhibition will be organized, and it will be presented in all four cities. I want to provide students with an opportunity to meet each other and to network; to see what their colleagues are working on and to meet them personally.

Additional activities: Your students could present their art projects to me. I could make a curatorial selection of their works, and present them at the Arts Academy in Split upon my return from the mobility. In a way it would be a virtual exhibition, and it could open up possibilities for future collaboration.
